3. Inwhat ways does God guide Philip to step into this encounter with the Ethiopian
eunuch? (Leader notes: v.26, 29, 39) How can this bring confidence to you and | when
sharing our faith?

4. Similar to Stephen’s response, what understanding did Philip have in order to
proclaim the message?

5. Just as Stephen and Philip did. Why is this so important for us to understand Scripture
as one meta-narrative, pointing to Jesus? What stories/passages in the Old Testament
or in your own story are you able to highlight Jesus? Share with one another!

6. What type of promptings has God given you to talk to someone about your faith? How
did you respond? What has been difficult or when have they been easy?
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7. What experiences [ tools / disciplines have helped you become more confident in
sharing your faith with others?

8. Reflect and think about that one person God has placed on your mind to be a witness
to. Finish your time praying for that individual by name, together.
